Gender Difference and the Phenomenological Method
Annual Meeting: Society of Existential and Phenomenological Theory and Culture



CSSHC, Winnipeg, May 29-3 2004.

We are seeking papers that examine intersections between existential
phenomenology and feminist/gender theory, particularly as these relate
to questions of the ontology of gender difference and the
phenomenological method. This inquiry already has a rich history:
While some feminist theorists, most notably de Beauvoir and Irigaray,
have pioneered unique modes of existential and phenomenological
inquiry that are explicitly feminist, some (often deconstructionist
and poststructuralist) feminist thinkers have pointed out the
inadequacy of phenomenological theory to provide an adequate account
of gender difference. Despite this rich scholarship, debates on
gendered bodies (and gendered life-worlds)and the phenomenological
method are far from resolved. In fact, given the development of more
recent cultural theory on bodies, identities and technologies, these
questions may appear more puzzling than ever. Some questions you might
consider examining include: How does gender difference inform,
undermine or enrich the phenomenological method? Is the
phenomenological method based on a "neutral" subject that is
inherently masculine? Do "men" and "women" do phenomenology
differently? Certainly, any of these questions might begin by
developing a phenomenology of gender difference (critiquing or
expanding on those already proposed over the lastdecades). What might
such a phenomenology look like, be based on, or require? How do
poststructuralist accounts of gender difference, transsexuality,
intersexuality, queer theory, cyborg theory or post-identity theory
enrich or problematize a phenomenology of gender difference? What
about a phenomenology of masculinity? Papers that "do" phenomenology
from feminist or gendered perspectives, as well as theoretical papers
are welcome. Papers that examine other areas of intersection between
feminist theory and existential and phenomenological theory and
culture will also be considered. In order to meet EPTC organizational
deadlines, those interested should submit a 100 word abstract to
Astrida Neimanis at astrida@sympatico.caby January 5, 2004.
